Microsoft FrontPage to 
design and publish Web 
pages and sites.  Through-
out this course, students 
will be encouraged to use 
the Internet to aid in the 
learning process. 
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fore, if you want to succeed, you 
must attend class.  But if you are not 
here, you will not complete your 
projects on time. 
 
Keep all of your handouts!  You do 
not have a textbook for many of the 
applications in class, so NEVER 
throw away instructions on how to do 
something.  You may need to use 
the instructions again!  You will also 
receive a notebook grade. 

You may be thinking, “I am no 
computer whiz or geek! I don’t 
know how to do all that fancy com-
puter stuff.”  That’s okay!  The 
purpose of this course is for you to 
learn how to web pages and web 
sites using a computer.  So, don’t 
start off discouraged because you 
don’t know enough.  You’ll learn.   
One thing to remember is this:  A 
computer class requires using 
computers in class (that is why it is 
called a computer class).  There-

Keep track of your work.  You must 
have a three-ring binder for this 
class.  Please put all worksheets in 
your binder as you receive them. 
 
Be patient.  Computers will some-
times do mean things, like shut 
down or quit working at the worst 
time.  Take it with a grain of salt and 
don’t let it get you down.  Save work 
frequently to avoid major problems.
